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BLOOMING GLEN SCHOOL HOUSE

Door Replacements: 2,000

There is an increasing problem with building visitors not being able to access the School
House because the keys and lock are not functioning properly. Replacing the doors
would increase building security as well as make the building more air tight making it
more energy efficient.

CIVIC PARK

Water Fountains: S 15,000

Currently, the water supply comes from an untreated well. By tapping off the water
tower, a treated waterline could be installed that would loop the park. This waterline
would accommodate four (4) water fountains, a hand washing stand and connection to
the existing building to supply treated water to the kitchen. There would be one
fountain at the tennis courts, one at the basketball courts, replace an existing fountain
on the 3rd baseline of the baseball field and a wall mounted fountain under the pavilion
on the existing building.

Playground & Safety Surfacing: 45,000

After inspection of the existing playground area, it is recommended to replace this
structure. It is showing significant signs of aging, fading and wear. This facility
experiences high volume of use on a daily basis and maintenance problems are
beginning to increase. These maintenance problems become safety and liability
problems if they go unnoticed during routine inspections or are not reported by the
public.

Sealcoat/Paint Tennis Court: 5,000

The tennis courts are in good shape but have not seen any significant preventative
maintenance since its original construction. Seal coating and repainting the play surface
will ensure the asphalt lasts for many more years.

FOREST ROAD PARK

Engineering: S 14,000

This is for design and engineering services for the Board's consideration to modify the
existing Forest Road Park Master Plan to incorporate the recently acquired Beyer Farm
and to utilize the existing Beyer Farm driveway as the emergency access point instead of
constructing a new driveway access between the two (2) residential parcels on
Hayhouse Road. Services as quoted by C. Robert Wynn & Associates, include: surveying,
base plan preparation, design, drafting, permitting, and specification/bidding
requirements.
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FOREST ROAD PARK: Continued

Pave Parking Lot/Driveway (Base Course): 105,000

Phase 2 of the 2007 Forest Road Park Master Plan calls for the paving of the entrance
driveway and main parking lot facility. Based on recommendations from Public Works
Director, Tom Buzhy, the existing stone lot is sufficient to serve as the sub-base fora
base course application of asphalt. The wearing course of asphalt should be applied at
the final phase of the entire park construction.

Riparian Plantings: 5,000

This line item would allow for the purchase of water tolerant plant species that can be
planted around the stormwater management systems. The Hilltown Township Parks,
Recreation & Open Space Committee suggested coordinating an Earth/Arbor Day event
at the Park with area Girl & Boy Scout and 4H Clubs to actually plant the plants.

Pedestrian Trail (1 Mile): 110,000

A ten foot (10') wide, asphalt trail looping throughout property based on the 2007
Master Plan for approximately one mile in length.

Site Furnishings 5,000

Site furnishings include benches, trash cans, and picnic tables to be placed along the
pedestrian trail for park visitors.

SCOUT CABIN

Kitchen Renovations: S 15,000

The current facilities are a potpourri of old and deteriorating cabinets and appliances not
suitable for public use. Upgrading these facilities with basic, uniform cabinetry and entry
level appliances will significantly improve the functionality of the Scout Cabin. Doing so
would significantly improve the Township's potential to generate income by renting out
the Scout Cabin for birthday parties, baby/bridal showers, family reunions, parties and
other special events.

Replace Windows & Doors: 15,000

As is with the Blooming Glen School House, there is an increasing problem of not being
able to open the side door of the Scout Cabin because the hardware is not functioning
properly. Replacing the doors and windows would increase building security as well as
make the building mere air tight making it more energy efficiency. It would also prevent
moisture and dampness that exist within the building causing for a very humid room
that increases the chance of developing a mold issue.

ADA Accessible Bathrooms Renovations: 11,000

Currently there is a step up into the restroom facilities. A wheel chair ramp would be
constructed to eliminate this step. The restrooms themselves do not contain sufficient
turning radius for the navigability of a wheel chair. Reconfiguring the partition walls and
fixtures will accommodate thase with disabilities.

Master Planning Services: 15,000

Utilizing the services of Township's Engineer and Planner to assist the Assistant
Township Manager, Director of Parks, Recreation & Open Space, the Township will
develop an overall Township Trail Plan to begin looking at the feasibility and location of
trails according to goals established by the Board of Supervisors.

Open space preservation signage: 5,000

Hilltown Township has a very successful Open Space Preservation Program and it should
be publicized so the residents of Hilltown Township can identify the open space their tax
dollars have preserved with signs stating something to the affect of "This Property
Preserved by Hilltown Township and its residents in perpetuity on this date,.."
